Please note numbers are limited to 50 dads 
per session on payment received on Parentpay. A parent text will be sent to the child’s main 
contact to confirm your allocated date and session in the week commencing 3rd June 2024. Please 
be aware that should your preferred date and session not appear on Parentpay this will be because that 
date is fully booked.
